 Preachers hear about it all the time: “You must have application!” That is, we are told over and over 
that applying the principles of Scripture is crucial if people are actually going to get what we are trying to 
communicate. In fact, in one recent class I took, the comment was made that though most pastors tend to give 
sermons that are 80% information and about 20% application, the opposite needs to be true. Is that right, with 
80% of a message being spent in applying the text to life? Perhaps it is. 
 When we look at Jesus’ sermons, there is a great deal of application. The Master was indeed a master 
at taking the truth of His Word and applying it to the ordinary situations of life and relationships. When he 
commanded “carry the armor two miles,” and “turn the other cheek,” and “forgive even 70 x 7,” Christ was 
really applying the truth to our lives and relationships. In a very practical way (key word: practicing), our Lord 
was helping us to live out or “flesh-out” the truths which He commanded us to put in our hearts and minds 
from His Word. 
 For example, when Paul exhorts in 1Timothy 2: 1& 2 that “supplications, prayers, intercessions, and 
giving of thanks be made for all men; for kings, and for all that are in authority . . .” , I hear some people say 
that we are not obligated to pray for our national leaders, “Since we don’t have a king.”  But is that rightly di-
viding the Word of truth? First of all, I submit that Paul says “pray for all men” and that includes our leaders. 
Secondly though, since God’s Word is timeless truth, and only the application needs to be modernized since 
the essence and truth never change, it would hold true that we must apply the biblical principle to our contem-
porary situation. 

Let’s draw a parallel: In Exodus, we are told that if a man’s ox injures another animal or a person, that 
person is to be compensated (Ex. 21:28-36). Now today, most of us don’t own oxen, so if we don’t apply the 
principle, we might conclude that when my car damages another person’s, I’m under no obligation to pay for 
it. But, ethically, we inherently know that’s not right. So, what do we do? We apply principle. If something I 
own damages the person or property of another, even secular law (which is based on Judeo-Christian Law) 
says I’m legally and ethically obligated to pay for it, or “make it right.” 

Now, the question arises “Are we obligated to pray for the success of leaders with whom we dis-
agree?” If we disagree on principle, I’d say no. But, also understand that we might need to discern between 
praying for a person’s (including a leader’s) soul, and guidance and salvation, and praying for the success of 
an agenda we see as destructive. We have people in Washington that I am gravely concerned about leading 
our government, but I also know the greatest thing that can happen is for God to have His way in their lives. I 
believe I can pray for them without praying for the success of their agenda—just like the parent of a wayward 
son can pray for God to draw him and not pray for the son to be successful in his sin. 

If applying the truths of Scripture is the key, not only for preachers in their communication, but also 
for Christians in their witness and testimony, then we all need to be about the necessity of application. See, 
application brings sanctification; that is, when we live out Scripture, the Holy Spirit uses it to sanctify 
(cleanse, make holy) our lives. We live in a world that is rapidly changing: morals, ethics, technology, politics, 
economics, etc. all are being challenged and seem to be in a state of flux. Where then, is our stability to come 
from? Is there any left? Most definitely, and it is to be found where it has always been found—in living out 
the timeless truths of our unchanging and unshakable God’s Holy Word.
