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 Scripture says our hearts are wicked and deceitful and we don’t really know them. As we get older and 
progress in life, we think we know ourselves better and better but this is often not the case. I praise God for 
Romans 5 that tells us “where sin abounded, grace abounded all the more!” I don’t know about you, but God 
is working on me about things that He’s never pointed out in my life before now: Attitudes, thought patterns, 
fears, unforgiveness, speech, etc. that a few years ago I had never even thought about. I suppose this is pro-
gress in the Spirit’s work of sanctification and fitting us for heaven, but it sure can be humbling and frustrat-
ing. Thank our Lord for his patience with us. 
 Recently, we held our annual meeting of the association. Jeremy Morton did his usual great job as our 
Moderator. Daryl Vining was elected our new Moderator. Dr. Willie Reid and the Fellowship Bible Baptist 
Family were gracious hosts and served with excellence. Kathy had everything together as always. Terry 
McLeod helped to plan music. Then, it came time for the Associational Missionary’s annual report. I usually 
present this report as a power point. It’s not easy to cover a year’s work and events in 15-20 minutes. There 
are always hard decisions to make about what to cover, what to leave in, and what to leave out. To be per-
fectly candid with you, I have realized that I feel a bit like the Apostle Paul during those minutes: what I mean 
by that is that I feel I have to defend my work as he had to defend his apostleship. 
 I want the people of the association to know we are trying to advance the kingdom of God here and 
around the world. I want our people in the pews to know the dollars being entrusted to RBA are being used 
wisely; It’s my desire that our pastors be aware of challenges we face, and to know that we are being good 
stewards of funds and equipment. Also, it is important to be made aware of upcoming opportunities to train 
and equip our people to serve. I believe in accountability. Integrity demands it. But, maybe that defense (at 
least in the way I’ve been approaching it) is really not necessary. Why? Because, it’s not about us. It’s not 
about everyone  liking us, or approving of our leadership, or coming to events we sponsor, or supporting what 
we do. Ultimately “it” (the central or most important thing) is that we know the Living God and we are true to 
Him—even if no one ever applauds or approves. 
 I left a thriving, growing church to become your Associational Missionary. Just to give you an idea of 
the adjustment—I was regularly preaching to about 400 on Sunday morning; my first week or so at the Truck-
stop ministry—I had 4. From 400 to 4! Now, that’ll humble you! But, what God showed me was that some-
times the 4 need you more than the 400 do. Jesus often withdrew from the crowds to find a woman at a well, a 
Zaccheus up a tree, or a man born blind. He called Elijah from the spotlight where he was preaching to kings 
to the brook where he would have to learn patience. I have been a proud man. I used to never think so—but I 
am. God forgive me. Have you grasped that all the sin in this universe began with pride? Satan was proud and 
thought more of himself than he should’ve. In fact, he thought he deserved to be exalted in the place of God. 
Pride is the root of all wickedness. We must flee from it and banish it from our hearts and thoughts. The only 
way we can do that is to ask the Spirit to reveal our true selves to us. Then, when we sit before God and see 
ourselves in our sin, and see Him in His Holiness, then and only then can we truly be humble and grasp that 
humility is nothing more than realizing our rightful place before God. 
 There are some fellow servants and heroes who are out there on the front lines doing the work of min-
istry. These are our pastors and their staffs. I commit to building them up more than I have. I commit to being 
more of an encourager and an edifier. This work is not about me. It’s about our Lord and His kingdom and His 
Glory. It’s about helping others to grow and shine in lifting Him up. It’s not about us.
