 Something happened on May 15 that at times I thought would probably never happen: I completed 
seminary and received my Master of Divinity degree from New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary. I was 
able to accomplish that because of so many people across the association who have encouraged me, loaned me 
books, covered for me, and prayed for me. 

Why a Director of Missions/Associational Missionary is just now completing seminary at age 48 is a 
long story, but I’ll relay the condensed version: I received a great academic education at Mercer, but the liber-
alism there made me wonder if I would ever pursue higher theological education. Then, with the conservative 
resurgence in our convention, I saw a real return of our seminaries to conservative theological values and 
teachings. I got everything ready to go to seminary in late 2000, but in February of 2001, we found out we 
were having a little surprise addition to our family and Denise really wanted to stay home with the baby. So, I 
conceded that seminary might not ever happen for me (by the way, that surprise’s name is Micah and he 
turned out to be the greatest surprise we’ve ever had). Then, as God opened the door for me to become your 
DOM/AM, a number of our leaders and pastors encouraged me to pursue my education. There’s a lot to do in 
this position, but it’s flexible enough to be able to work around school. Kathy, Wilber, and Ronnie covered for 
me so many times as I was often gone to Atlanta on Mondays for 5 years. 

My first night at the seminary, the professor opened with a heartfelt prayer, and then he spent the next 
3 hours expounding what it means to do what the Shema, Deut. 6:4 commands and how to love God with all 
your mind. This included an understanding of the responsibility to develop that mind to understand the things 
of God and to be equipped to serve Him. I remember getting in the car to drive home that night after 10:00 PM 
and although I was already tired on my first night, I knew I was finally in the right place and doing what my 
Lord wanted me to do. I committed to finish seminary and to do my best. I gotta be honest, there were times 
when I wanted to quit—it was tough to balance everything and to be prepared for class each week. 

In early 2006, we found out for certain that my Dad was dying. I had 11 hours that semester, including 
Philosophy, for which I had to read 2000 pages (of philosophy-just shoot me now), and to write some 100 
typed pages. I would travel and sit with Dad and read, sometimes right through the night. My dad said to me, 
“I want you to finish this degree and to do your best.” I promised him I would, and I was already motivated by 
the Shema lesson from the first night. I’m relaying those 2 motivators to explain something: There have been 
times when folks have asked me, “Why do you push yourself so hard and have to excel?”  I had 2 great rea-
sons, one from each of my fathers-one Heavenly and one earthly. Please don’t think what I’m about to convey 
is boasting, because I only want to explain, to encourage others to do their best, and to boast on God and his 
faithfulness. Because of these 2 motivators and all the help I have received, I graduated with a 4.0 grade-point 
average on a 4.0 scale. All of you in RBA made that possible—Thank you! 

It has been said, “Sometimes God says, ‘No’; sometimes he says, ‘yes.’ And sometimes God says, 
‘Not yet.’” I finished my degree later than I would’ve liked, but thanks to God and all of you, finishing semi-
nary for me, was a dream deferred, but not denied. God has been so gracious to me.
