They worked tirelessly to 
install bathrooms in a former furniture store that is now a church plant in Jonesville, VA. Our Men’s Ministry 
leader, John Law of Second Memorial has worked diligently to connect churches here with projects there in 
Appalachia. We also have other churches with plans to assist in that region. 
 The Appalachian Ministry that is lead by Mrs. Anna Lovorn is in full swing. In fact, the response to 
the needs of the Appalachian people has been so great, we literally don’t have room to put anything else in the 
building designated for it. Soon, we will have to work out a way to get all the items you’ve shared to the peo-
ple there. 
 Our Rehoboth Life Care Ministries (the dental clinic) opened on June 11. There have been many chal-
lenges and logistical things to work out regarding this work, but God has been faithful. Yesmin Wilson of 
Central Baptist serves as our clinic director and she has worked tirelessly to see this become a reality. The 
Georgia Baptist Healthcare Foundation was more than generous in providing a grant to assist with this minis-
try some months ago. We still have many needs and the need for this service in the community is great. Local 
dentists and counselors like Dr. Chrissie Tomlinson have stepped up to minister to the underprivileged in our 
community. 
 The C-3 camp is just around the corner (July 19-23). This is a partnership the association has with 
Winshape Foundation (Truett Cathey of Chick-Fil-A) and our local Chick-Fil-A restaurant owners. Tony 
Whitley of Shirley Hills, and Mary Lou Hilton of Central have worked diligently to see families connect with 
the gospel. We have had many respond to the needs of children in the area who want to go to camp. Thank 
you for your support. 
 Joyful Life Baptist Church will have a preview service on July 25th.  This is the new church plant that 
will meet on the former Cornerstone Baptist property on South Houston Lake Road.  I have been asked to give 
leadership to this work and Bro. Loy Ballard will be our co-pastor.  It will be my goal to aid and mentor Loy 
and see him become the pastor in future months. He is underway in preparing for Church Planter training and 
getting the building ready. On the Saturday before the preview Sunday (July 24) we will have a Family Fun 
Day to connect with families in the community and to introduce them to the new church. Jeff Cleghorn will 
serve as our minister of music. 
 Numerous churches have had VBS or are in the throes of preparing for it. I know it’s hectic and tiring, 
but it is also one of the greatest outreach and evangelistic opportunities we still have. I encourage you to capi-
talize on it. Please let our office know of your blessings and success stories from Bible School. 
 In late August, Owen and Debbie Bozeman and I will travel to Moldova to conduct a week-long retreat 
for Moldovan pastors and their wives. What a privilege it is to be able to pour into and encourage others in the 
ministry!  Please pray for us in this endeavor.
